	· 3rd XI Fixtures were dealt with elsewhere under 7a.

· Cr Co Matters arising:

It was not practical to go through the Cr Co minutes a line at a time, given the time available to this meeting. There had been no problems at or following this meeting.

· MCUA umpires in cup games:

CW had clarified this with MCUA's Steve Ball and a number of clubs. The R&R Handbook was accurate.
· KO Cup Competitions various: rules:

In the BFS L&DCC Cups it was 2 runs for a foot fault no ball and a free hit. It was just 1 run plus the free hit in the ECB t20 competitions.

How many restrictive fielding circles were to be used (one or two?) was not clear even from the highest levels in the ECB. The way the ECB t20 Regs were written made it clear that two were required CW was actively querying this with Paul Bedford but had not as yet received clarification. CW would circulate any feedback from ECB as a matter of urgency.

· Umps Cards Reports:

These had been dealt with under  6c

· A letter from Dave Reynolds on behalf of Merseyside Cricket Competition re 2012/13 and the Feeder Leagues had been received:

M/C unanimously agreed that such a meeting should be held as soon as possible, possibly on June 30th.

Various solutions were discussed in particular the North/South feeder league proposal. 

M/C felt it best for the BFS L&DCC feeder league development sub Committee of Malcolm Barber and John Williams plus others to deal with this. Continuity was vital as was speaking with one coherent voice.

· 
a) Feeder League

Draft Paper circulated - comments received from AB, EH and JR and CW

Urgent need to meet with both leagues - initially separately to understand their exact position and then jointly to try to move towards a LONG TERM position. If agreed will do this for week commencing 20th June.
· Vacancy - 36th Club  
· Amongst the many issues here the key one appears to be the timescale!
Because of the 30 June cut-off it is too late to advertise and, practically, too late to select. Therefore, unless we wish to have an 11 team Div 2 in 2012 (which was not favoured at Cricket Committee), the only practical solution is to agree a play-off (see below) with both leagues - notify/agree (?) it with LDCC clubs. This appears to be the favoured option amongst M/C members AND 
NB The terms of the play-off and the associated criteria of acceptance for the winning club to be elected into the LDCC Division 2 need to be clearly set out - in advance - to both leagues.
These should include existing Club and Ground Criteria, Clubmark, plus evidence to the LDCC that the club has an appropriate playing strength including junior section and qualified coaches to actively compete in the LDCC and that it is administratively equipped to be a member club.
Issues such as date, venue, what to do if one or both top finishing clubs do not want to join LDCC or the winning club doesn't want to, need to be sorted and clarified.

	by email from AB

· 22 now completed and 6 more arranged, leaving 6 still to be seen.  SP Trinity omitted for obvious reasons; AB will revisit Hightown as and when their ground is ready for a new assessment. This may be 2012.
· Some clubs were not happy with published umpires marks i.e. 6 week interim marks. CW would put the ECB references on the site with the marks.

· AB pleased with ECB's comments about L&DCC C&G system.

Fixture Secretary's Report


	· There was no report from Phil Lovgreen.
· It was unanimously agreed that the revised 3rd XI fixtures should simply roll as now published. Any difficulties from here would resolve as 5 points each.

· EH asked ML if the play cricket fixtures for the Embee were OK on the site? There was something "odd" here. Sometimes they popped up sometimes they did not, EH would write to Chris Higginbottom.

· Embee Fixtures needed to be played this weekend, the weekend had been cleared for this purpose. ML, as 3rd XI supremo, would pursue this by telephoning a statistically valid number of clubs (!) clubs to see what was going on out there.

· EH would then send the list of Cat 3s to ECB and  irrespective of Paul Bedford possibly lifting the list directly from play-cricket - simply because that was what we were instructed to do as part of our Premier League Accreditation requirements

	· All Letters had been sent and copied to M/C.

· Formby CC had made no formal reply over the issue of the 1st KO round of the BFS L&DCC RD KO Cup but CW had since spoken to Formby CC officials.

· CW had copied Paul B into the interim C&G marks and received a supportive email. PB wanted LCB to be aware of what we were doing and CW had explained the Neil Girvin link to Cr Co. The correspondence had been circulated.

· Paul B had notified that the date of the ECB Premier League Chairs meeting was to be changed from Tues 9th August to Tues 16th August. 

· CW had collected the extra 100 R&R Hand books and was in the process of distributing them.

· CW had also been sent 60 LCB Handbooks - not the 75 as advised by LCB, this meant that we were "short". We were supposed to give out 2 per club. The arithmetic did not add up (2x36 + 3 Associates + 7 M/C + Cr Co + x MCUA =  >60.) 

CW had therefore decided to issue at 1 per club and later used the umpires' meeting to distribute 34/36 LCB books plus 5 M/C + Cr Co + 3 MCUA. Liverpool Ainsdale and the Associate Member clubs remained. CW would sort these. 

CW was pleased; this avoided a lot of postage.
