Fixt Sec's Report


	JI/EH 1st and 2nd XI Fixtures

John Isterling had done the 1st and 2nd XI 2012 fixtures; CW had formally thanked him as had EH. EH had modified them so as to construct them in the more usual "L&DCC Bank Holiday fashion". The matter was discussed at length. John Isterling's fixture "grids" had in fact been producing the L&DCC fixtures for many years as he had previously gifted some of them to PL. PL had not drawn attention to this in the past. It was unanimously agreed that these draft fixtures should be released to the clubs for checking/alteration etc [e.g. "Caldy Sevens changes" etc to be made by Caldy], as hard copy only on Tues 11th Oct with a strong health warning attached - these were drafts and should not be used as base data for handbooks etc, changes must be notified back to EH by a given date and in any case as soon as possible. JW would send a note to CW of the "health warning", EH would send CW the final draft form of the fixtures CW would combine these and print x60 ready for Tuesday 11th on Sun 9th Oct. 	Correspondence

Cricket Chair’s Report
	 Matters arising from Cr Co meeting 
· Presentation of Trophies at end of Season
There were two aspects to the collection/engraving and redistribution of Cups at the end of the season. 

Firstly M/C unanimously agreed with Cr Co that it was impossible to guarantee the Cups to each and every league at the season's end. M/C was small and had been heavily committed on the last Sat in 2011; it would however try to do better in 2012 but would almost certainly need to involve other "emissaries" as well. There was always the issue then of getting/prising the cup back from the club a second time so that it could be engraved!

Secondly JR was to collect the engraved trophies the following day. 

·   Pink Balls in t20
It was unanimously agreed that the Cr Co recommendation should be accepted. I.e. we should use the Tiflex Magna Oxbridge pink balls on finals day as supplied by ECB in the national rounds of the B-C ECB t20 competition. CW advised that ECB would probably expect that clubs could use them in the earlier rounds too if they wished. Cr Co would need to buy a box of 6 of them. http://www.tiflex.co.uk/oxbridge/oxbridge.html  CW and JW had a few spares. This variation of permitted ball type would need to be written into the Playing Regs for 2012.

· Compulsory Prem entry 2012 in L&DCC t20 2012

The meeting on Tues would be advised that there would be a proposal to AGM 2012 that entry to this competition by L&DCC Premier Division clubs would be mandatory in 2012 - and why i.e. specifically that an £1,000 extra funding payment to PCLs from ECB was dependent on this. 

· KO Cups Format
It was unanimously agreed that the Cr Co recommendations for the KO Cups be accepted as the basis for the proposals to AGM 2012 and should be referred to as such in the EoS meeting. See Appendix 2.

Ineligible clubs (as a result of cry offs etc) were discussed. 
NB CC entry into LCB KO 2012
NB had indicated verbally to CW upon his enquiry that they would again be entering the Cheshire KO Cup and not the Lancs. CW awaited the promised written confirmation and would undoubtedly be getting the request for data from the LCB in the near future; this obviously mattered to Lytham who would "come in" if New Brighton "dropped out".
