1.2 Apologies

Present were Eric Hadfield (President and meeting Chair) John Rotheram (Cricket Chair), Chris Weston (Hon Sec) Rod Durand (1st and 2nd XI Fixtures Sec) and representatives from 34 clubs.

CW gave apologies on behalf of John Williams (L&DCC Chair) who was at an LCB meeting and for Alan Bristow (L&DCC Hon Treas) who also had a clash of meetings. Spring View CC had rung to say they were delayed.
CW requested that the voting cards be left on the tables at the end of the meeting and noted that the roll would be checked again at the end of the meeting, EH as Chair observed that he hoped that a number of clubs would arrive by then, if they did not the Comp was off to Season 2014 with a bumper set of fines. This grimly amused the meeting.
2.         Chairman's opening remarks
EH repeated his welcome to representatives. 
3.         Report from the 3rd XI Working Party Oct 2013

The Chair gave context. The proposals to AGM 2014 were being constructed. As part of this process the 2012 3rd XI Working Party had been reconvened and had met very productively on Tues 5th November 2013 at Newton le Willows CC to consider the draft proposals affecting 3rd XIs. After this consultation the proposals to AGM 2014 directly affecting 3rd XIs had been refined and were now brought to the attention of this meeting. Under the terms of our constitution the proposals now had to go to a vote at the AGM.
The Chair asked CW to run through these M/C proposals in detail. Comments would then be invited.
Proposals to AGM 2014 re 3rd XIs 
3.1 3rd XIs Eligibility 
Playing Regulations P14 7.6
In 3rd XI league matches played on Sundays, or Bank Holiday Mondays no more than three players who have played on either or both of the previous two days for a 1st or 2nd XI will be eligible to play and then only if they have played 50% or more of their matches for a 3rd XI in their previous eleven consecutive matches (this rolling period of time may include part of the previous season). 

CW advised that this first section made clear in the regulations what was to happen if clubs chose to use a Bank Holiday for a rearranged fixture, it was what happened already via Cr Co but was being spelt out and put in for clarity and "in case". 

Players under the age of 19, on 1st September the previous year, are able to play on both days.

However, such players from a club’s1st XI are subject to the following restriction:

if they batted or were scheduled to bat in the top 5 of a1st XI match they shall not bat higher than number 6 in the 3rd XI match.

The Cricket Committee will monitor their usage to ensure that Spirit of Cricket is not abused.
Rainford CC was concerned that the age had been raised recently already. CW took the point and agreed and said that this was part of a very conscious balancing act. It was partly to make it easier for clubs to get sides out but as "balance" there were increased restrictions on the use of 1st XI age group players in later proposals. We wanted clubs to get sides out and to fulfill fixtures but not at the cost of games being dominated by highly talented Age Group cricketers and "spoilt" for normal 3rd XI players. Age 19 was also the limit of the ECB Age Group restrictions, so there was logic here.
7.6.2

Any player, irrespective of age, who has bowled 5 or more overs for a 1st XI on the preceding Saturday is not allowed to bowl on the Sunday.
This addressed some real issues for Cr Co and M/C that had cropped up in 2013 and was another attempt to regulate Age Group 1st XI bowlers in 3rd XI cricket in a simple and yet "fair" way, see 7.6.1 re "balance".
Rainford CC liked the fact that it neatly caught all types of bowlers not just opening bowlers. A 1st XI Age Group spin bowler was just as capable of dominating a game as an opening bowler.
7.6.3

Any player in contravention of these regulations will be treated as ineligible and the matter dealt with under the terms of 6.2.
Again this is was what happened already via Cr Co but was being spelt out and put in for clarity and "in case".
3.2 Eligibility of Players in the Embee Cup
KO Cup Regulations P 21 3.5
3.5 
3rd XI KO:

Any player, irrespective of age, playing in a 1st X1 game on the Saturday preceding the day or evening in which the cup game takes place, shall not be eligible to play in the 3rd X1 cup game.  
Again this addressed some real issues for Cr Co and M/C that had cropped up in 2013 and was another attempt to regulate Age Group 1st XI bowlers in 3rd XI cricket in a simple and yet "fair" way, see 7.6.1 re "balance".
Bootle CC agreed that this needed to go to a vote at the AGM but the speaker, Tony Molloy, personally disliked the use of any "Junior Professionals" as he called them in 3rd XI cricket. 
Newton le Willows CC countered that the bowling restrictions proposal covered this; the batting restrictions had been successful.
Two clubs commented that good 2nd XI players were not covered. Others intervened to say that there had been no major issues reported with 2nd XI players and the 50% rule was not being changed here for all age players. The Chair promised to look at the 50% rule to make sure that it was not being discarded in these proposals.
3.3 Scorers in Cup Finals and Semi Finals

KO Cup Regulations P 22 6.2
Insert new 6.2 and renumber existing 6.2 and 6.3

6.2 Clubs must provide a competent scorer and a 12th man in all KO Semi Finals and Finals. In the event of there being no scorer provided, a player or the 12th man will be nominated as scorer to the umpires and will fulfill this role for the duration of the game. The club concerned will be fined £20.
This was not confined just to 3rd XIs and again this addressed some real issues for Cr Co and M/C that had cropped up in 2013.
3.4 Increased use of pink balls in Embee 

Embee Trophy P39 2.1
Insert new 2.1, renumber existing 2-13

2.1 The use of the pink Tiflex Oxbridge Magna ball is mandatory in the semi Finals and Final of the L&DCC t20 Competition rounds.  The balls will be provided by L&DCC. 
2.2 The use of the pink Tiflex Oxbridge Magna ball is also permitted in the earlier L&DCC local t20 Competition rounds subject always to both teams using them. Each club will provide their own ball. Should a pink ball be lost during a match and there is no suitable pink spare available, a red ball of appropriate quality may be substituted.
This spelt out how these balls were to be used. M/C was keen to encourage their use for two reasons (i) they were popular with most players - they were a bit different and an integral part of t20s, (ii) they were cheaper for clubs at about £12/13 each instead of the £16-19 for Readers or Dukes.
It was intended that, in the New Year, M/C would ask clubs to place pink ball orders - it would not be compulsory to buy them. 
M/C would bulk buy as per the orders to get maximum discount and then distribute them at the pre season meeting. Clubs would be billed on their annual statement of account in the usual way at the end of the season. 
A show of hands suggested that about 14 clubs might use them

3.5 Paying for teas in 3rd XI league games. 
Skelmersdale CC asked about the omission of a "paying for teas item". 
EH/CW responded that Skelmersdale CC had indeed sent an email to M/C asking, that "in line with both 1st and 2nd teams, the teas provided by the 3rd teams are paid for only by the home team and that when they travel away they don't have to pay for them and that this be discussed by the 3rd XI focus group". This had duly taken place. 
The matter had not been discussed by the focus group until the 5th November. As no formal proposal to AGM had been made by Skelmersdale CC by the 31st October in consequence and under the terms of our Constitution, there could be no club proposal on this matter to AGM 2014. It was possible for M/C to take this on and to make the proposal and they were still considering the matter after the discussion at the focus group. 
Rainford CC asked why we should be considering such a proposal at all. 3rd XIs - unlike 1st and 2nd XIs often did not have exact numbers of home and away games in league fixtures and it was difficult to provide for equity between clubs under these circumstances. That was why it was voted down last time. It was not long ago that this had been proposed to an AGM and the matter decided there. 
CW agreed. We had actually voted on more or less exactly this proposal last year i.e. at AGM 2012. The proposal had been rejected by 30 votes to 4. M/C normally left a three year or so gap before returning to an issue that had been clearly decided if a club wanted to return to the issue. The matter of the inclusion of a proposal on teas was however still a "live" one with M/C.
The Chair commented that it had been pointed out by the focus group that teams had equal numbers of home and away matches so which teams actually benefited at any particular club was immaterial
[It was decided by M/C outwith this meeting that this proposal in respect of teas should be put to AGM 2014 this way as the 3rd XI focus group had thought this suggestion to be a good one.]
4.         Discussion of matters relating to season 2013 and plans for 2014

4.1.1    Changes to L&DCC 3rd XI structures 2013 / 2014
The Chair ran though the draft of the 2014 3rd XI structures. There had been some "ins and outs"

Alder 4 had dropped out from Sat Div 1 and their 5th XI was now the 4th XI in Div 1 SW 
MS&C 2nd XI had replaced them in Sat Div 1. MS&C rapidly interjected that when they had said they intended this 2nd XI being entered "next year" to CW, they had meant in 2015, not in 2014, CW apologised for the confusion over the precise meaning of "next year".
 

The Chair continued. Wavertree had withdrawn their 4th XI but Formby had resurrected their 4th XI which had withdrawn last year so there was a simple swap into Div 1 SW.  Formby 4 was now in Div 1 SW replacing Wavertree 4.  If Huyton Sports did join they would have to go into Sun Div 1 NE to bring that division up to 12 - it only had 11 clubs left last season after Formby 4 withdrew.
Huyton Sports CC was to appear before M/C at their Dec meeting and before they would be allowed to re-enter the L&DCC 3rd XI structure given their "in then out" application in 2012/13. There were also serious concerns as to their Club and Ground facilities.
The Chair turned to the 3rd XI structures on Saturday. If there was to be a 12/14 structure, given the amount of ground sharing going on between the clubs the existing grids would have to be fundamentally changed. 
One possible way to solve the current mathematical impossibilities here would be to have two divisions of 13. This could be made to work with rolling gaps during the season solving the problem. 13/13 could be constructed by relegating only one side from the 2013 Sat Prem i.e. only Maghull 4 would be relegated, New Brighton might possibly remain in the division. What did clubs think of this as a possible way forward? There were no adverse comments. 
Newburgh CC had expressed a wish to join the Sunday structure. M/C had made clear that they had to do this by following the League Cricket conference rules in respect of resignation dates. They were currently in the West Lancs League; if they could get permission from that league they could leave and join our Sun 1st Division (NE) in 2014. If they did not they would have to resign by the due date in 2014 and join us the year after. We needed to wait and see.
4.1.2    1st and 2nd XI fixtures 

For the record, even though this was a 3rd XI meeting, The Chair explained that it would not be possible to release the 1st and 2nd XI fixtures until after the AGM in 2014. Normally we would do this after the First Class Fixtures were released in November so as to see precisely how Lancashire CCC and Glamorgan CCC were to impact on Liverpool, Southport and Birkdale and Colwyn Bays CCs. This year the First Class Fixtures were to be released on the 26th November.
The issue was rendered more complex this year by a club proposal to AGM 2014 that made construction of the fixtures impossible until votes had been taken at the AGM. The proposals that affected fixtures wanted to scrap the "round robin" stages of the Ray Digman and Chester Cup and to not have fixtures on Bank holiday Mondays at all. There would be a website posting very soon on this subject.
4.2    Use of the Play-Cricket system and Fines 2013 / 2014 
The Chair handed over to CW. 

Play-Cricket was said currently to be in a shambles. Other more forceful descriptions were offered by club representatives. 

There had been two ECB apologies. These had been sent out to most people but CW had collated them and circularised them as well by our own e-circ system just to be sure. 
CW had written to ECB/Chris Higginbotham via the helpdesk to date three times having coordinated comments from Comp clubs and made clear that this launch, from the perspective of the users in the L&DCC, had caused great difficulties for the last two weeks or more. 
ECB was to some extent a victim of the Software House they had employed to do this update - but they carried the responsibility and were very concerned. 
ECB had flagged that this update was coming for two years or more as the old platform was a "burning platform" in the jargon of software engineers but it would have been better to (i) Flag the switch date precisely on the site (ii) Follow up with an e mail circ and (iii) Close the site for perhaps 3 days and make all the changes before (iv) Reopening and sending out another e circ
We needed to wait for perhaps a week longer before all the changes were made. All data was said to be safe, accessing it via new filters was the problem. At first the new site had required users to log in before they could access data - the problem was that ECB had not told people to do this. This requirement had been removed.
 The Chair informed that 3rd XI fines were a little better this year and clubs were encouraged to keep up this good work.

4.3.       Registration of 3rd XI players 2013 / 2014 
The Chair advised that registrations were also said to have been a little better this year and clubs were encouraged to keep up this good work too. The systems seemed to be working.

4.4.      Rearranging 3rd XI Fixtures 2013 / 2014 
The Chair also advised that the actual systems for rearranging 3rd XI games were to be the same in 2014; they had worked pretty well in 2013. There would be one fundamental change in that …..
4.5       3rd XI Fixtures Secretary 2014
……..  the new 3rd XI Fixtures Secretary in 2014 would be Tony "Arkle" Molloy. He would be a permanent member of the Cricket Committee. This post required nomination to AGM 2014 and for the meeting to approve the nomination. He would be "the go to figure" on all matters to do with 3rd XI cricket. M/C was pleased that he had consented to do this, he had a lot of knowledge of the players around the Comp. Arkle stood up briefly to show himself to any representatives that did not know him and he received a round of applause for being as the Hon Sec put it, "a very brave man"!
The title of this post would probably be altered to "3rd XIs Coordinator" to reflect more accurately the nature and functions of the post.
4.6.      The use of 3rd XI development sides 2013 / 2014 
The Chair commented that these were not used much if at all in the L&DCC but recapped the theory behind them. They involved arranging "friendly cricket games" without the full range of 3rd XI controls in place and teams made up from a small core of older players plus age group cricketers. The Cheshire County League also had them and seemed to use them more. Until we had more interest in them we could not make further progress but we would keep the option open to clubs.
4.7.      Permissible types of Cricket Ball 2013 / 2014 
This item had been covered under the AGM proposals.
4.8.      The exchange of team sheets 2013 / 2014 
The Chair made clear that this remained mandatory; we relied on captains to inform us when this did not take place. Such exchanges were part of the Laws of Cricket and non negotiable. CW observed that it was also driven by issues of Child Protection and vital given the numbers of Age Group Players in 3rd XI cricket. Tony Molloy observed that this was the Law.
4.9.      Eligibility of 1st and 2nd XI players in 3rd XIs 2013 / 2014 
This item had been covered under the AGM proposals.
4.10     Umpire's training courses 2013 / 2014
In the absence of an MCUA representative the Chair informed that the most recent ECB/LCB ACO Level 1 umpire's training course was known to be complete and the new training system had been successful. EH/CW were not sure of the exact number of new umpires that would be entering service in 2014 and guessed at 4-6; M/C was pleased that the new training system was proving popular.
Clubs were free to ask for MCUA umpires in the Sunday Prem if they wished in 2014 - exactly as they had done in 2013.
5.         Embee Cup Trophy Draw 2014

The Chair explained the basis of the 2014 draw; it was similar to but not identical to that for 2013. The format of the Embee Cup remained as that of a t20 with regionalised early rounds and a Semis + Finals Day. There were to be 4 regions A-D each containing effectively 10 clubs and their order in the Draw would be drawn first. The Draw Sheet recording slips had been distributed to representatives.

Norley Hall CC asked why they had been included in the Liverpool block, they were nowhere near there; they should be in the Wigan block. A brief and complex discussion involving maps, coloured dots and Google maps followed. Norley Hall was switched into the Wigan block and Bye/ANO into the Liverpool block. If Huyton did come into the 3rd XI structure they would come in here.
The Draw was then expertly conducted by the Chair and a peripatetic John Rotheram. Most people in the room seemed physically to take part in the Draw.

6.         Any other Business

The Chair called for items of A.O.B.
6.1 Bootle CC through Tony Molloy was very concerned about the number of games that were being "cried off" particularly if the fixture was at NHL CC or CB CC. It was not right and unfair on those two teams in particular. He thought the cry offs were often for "silly" reasons, he estimated that there were at least 30 in 2013.  The punishment needed to increase. CW was asked what the penalty was; CW replied that the penalty escalated. Minus 10/15/20/30 points for first offence/second offence/ etc together with plus 25 points every time to the side that been cried off against, Bootle wanted minus 25 points for every offence, minus 10 was not enough.
Caldy CC replied and disagreed. Caldy 4ths had cried off three times in 2013, they had not cried off before in previous seasons. He knew from personal and close experience just how hard the 4th XI captain at Caldy had tried to get a side, any side, out on these occasions. It was offensive and simply wrong to say or imply that they were giving "silly" excuses. There had been very particular and different reasons why Caldy 4s had had to cry off. Bootle was exaggerating and making statements that went too far. It was a minority that cancelled for no good reason. At this there was agreement from others in the room. There had to be balance in the regulations.
The Chair made clear that there were no M/C plans to change these penalty tariffs. It was better though to play with less than 11 players than simply to cry off. 3rd XIs could play with less than 11 players 3 times in a season without penalty under our regulations. A game of some sort was better than no game at all. There were no further comments and the Chair moved the meeting on.
6.2   Having 14 teams in Sat Division 1

The question was asked "did having 14 clubs mean 26 fixtures for Sat Div 1?" The Chair gave a full answer; it involved several factors such as the 12/14 difference between premier and first divisions and the fixtures also needing all clubs to play the same number of games in any given division. A brief discussion followed, "rolling gaps" were also mentioned. 
CW summarised, in short the answer to the question was "no".

6.3 The complexity of 3rd XI fixtures.
Sefton Park CC asked how it could be more complex writing fixtures with grids for 3rd XIs than 1st and 2nd teams. The Chair replied that there was more than one reason here but the key one was the issue of shared grounds between teams often in different divisions. [There are 25 shared grounds in all and 20/25 of them are in Sat Prem/Div 1]
7.         Closure of proceedings. 

CW asked that the voting cards be left on the tables for collection and rechecked the roll call. 

The Chair thanked club representatives for their attendance, wished them a safe journey home and closed the meeting at 8.42pm.
