Presentation of the Annual Reports; 
CHAIRMAN’S REPORT - 2012

This had been presented in advance with the Calling Papers. The Chair made clear that he had no intention of reading it all out.
He went on to say what an excellent season the BFS L&DCC had had in 2011. He was particularly pleased with the full County Cricket Club links i.e. with Messrs Kerrigan, Brown, Parry, Horton and Cockbain as well as with the selection of Gavin Griffiths for the England U19 Squad and Colwyn Bay, Liverpool, Southport and Birkdale CCs . We should be proud of our standard of cricket in the BFS L&DCC.
In its later sections the Report had pulled no punches and set out the unanimously held Management Committee position in respect of Phil Lovgreen. He would not elaborate further at this juncture and representatives could have their say during the election process that would follow shortly.
I consider it a great honour to be President of the ‘Comp’ and have been privileged to have made so many friends amongst the clubs over many years.  This Premier League is just that, the best, despite ECB’s league tables for pitches and Fair Play, and it is all thanks to the players, officials and supporters.  The enjoyment we all derive from our play is surely something to be thankful for whether we are winners or losers.  It is with that in mind that I would prefer to concentrate on the positives rather than the negatives.  So we overcome our difficulties and move on.  However, in this annual report I have to mention some of the problems we have overcome and then look to the future. 

Last year I reported that 2010 had been a more difficult year than usual for your Management Committee.  Little did I realise that 2011 would be even worse.  We still had no elected Chairman but I am confident that this will be resolved at the AGM.  But this was a minor irritation when compared to the loss of two clubs and the withdrawal of teams by two other clubs.  And then we were left with no alternative but to suspend an elected official for improper behaviour towards a club’s lady official, an action which was then compounded by a second example of unacceptable behaviour to another club’s lady official.

Just when we were thinking that our structure was bedding in nicely, we were confronted by dire warnings as to the continued existence of the Merseyside Cricket Competition.  You all know what eventually didn’t happen but getting to that stage took a considerable effort from members of the Management Committee.  We can only offer our best wishes for the future to the Merseyside Cricket Competition.

We were indeed fortunate in being able to welcome back to the ‘Comp’ one of its founder members, Birkenhead Park CC, and also in seeing the elevation of one of our Associate Members, Old Xaverians CC, to full membership.  I wish them both successes for their future in the Business Finance Solutions L&DCC.  

This brings me nicely to our sponsors, who have not only renewed their support but extended it until 2014.  We are very fortunate to be in this position and I can’t thank them enough for their financial contributions to the running of the league and also their support for the Players of the Month and Players of the Season awards.

This season the honours were distributed quite widely and I congratulate all competition winners, league and cup, as well as all the individual winners of Player of the Month awards previously mentioned.  Unfortunately our successes in 2011 did not extend to any of the various County or National competitions, although I must congratulate New Brighton CC on reaching the ECB National T20 Area Final at Middleton, failing by just 3 runs to make it through to the Regional Final which would then have been held at Rake Lane.  Congratulations also to our under 15’s who were narrowly beaten in the final of the LCB Michael Roche Trophy. We will enter the tournament again in 2012 and intend to enter an under 13 side in the LCB County wide competition. 

The introduction of ‘live’ internet scoring to our Premier Division has received much praise.  I thank all those teams and their scorers who made it such a successful start and I look forward to many 1st and 2nd Division clubs joining the party in 2012.  The apparent ease by which scorecards can be uploaded onto Play-Cricket should be an attraction to all.  Again in 2011 I was able to call on the assistance of several people to check Play-Cricket entries and I thank them most sincerely.  If anyone else wishes to become an Assistant Results Secretary please let me know.  The fines were a little down on 2010, despite the expansion of Player Registration to all players, so hopefully clubs will continue to take their responsibilities seriously – if there was a prize for the amount of fines raised L&DCC might well win it.  Having said that it does allow us to fund various causes, such as the Player Development Programme, PQS pitch inspections, and laptop scoring.

You will see from the AGM agenda that your committees have been just as busy as usual attempting to improve the rules and regulations, many of the changes being suggested by the Cricket Committee, at other General Meetings, because of events, or at ECB’s instigation, e.g. to cover club/team withdrawal, changes to the knock-out competition rules, 3rd XI player registration etc.

I must now return to the issue that has caused your Management Committee the most consternation, not only this year but for several past.  Phil Lovgreen, elected Fixture Secretary at AGM 2011, has been a constant thorn in the side of the committee and the League.  He uses his website to denigrate the committee at every turn, often uses offensive language and publishes false and/or inaccurate information in relation to clubs and players causing distress to all concerned and wasting so much of the Management Committee’s time in undoing the damage.  Remember, when this happens it reflects on all of us and all those belonging to our clubs, and discredits our reputation in the cricket world. 

 I can confirm that members of the Management Committee work tirelessly on behalf of ALL member clubs, as do hundreds of club officials on behalf of their players and supporters.  None of us is perfect, mistakes are made, but in a democratic society we listen to those we serve.  I wish I could say the same for PGML.  

Without wishing to go into great detail, you need to know why the Management Committee suspended him.  On two occasions he has made offensive and rude comments to lady officials of member clubs.  It was the first of these, via an offensive email, that brought about his suspension pending a disciplinary hearing.  He made it known to several members of the Management Committee that he would not be attending any such hearing and true to his word he didn't attend, subsequently claiming ill health.  The Disciplinary Committee, unable to make a decision, referred the matter back to the M/C.  Whilst deciding the way forward, the second offensive comments, by telephone late at night, were made and M/C had no alternative but to impose an indefinite suspension.

Putting it simply, he is an unfit person to hold an official position within L&DCC.   I hope, therefore that you will support the Management Committee’s nomination of Rob Durand.  Rob is currently the Hon. Treasurer of Alder CC, one of our Assistant Results Secretaries, and a former member of the Cricket Committee.  As part of Alder CC’s management he has overseen dramatic improvements at the club and has been instrumental in securing financial support for them.  I have no hesitation in recommending him as a fit and proper nominee for this important role within L&DCC.

Finally, I thank most heartily the members of the Management Committee and all other committee members for all that they do on your behalf.

My repeated and grateful thanks to the many people throughout the BFS L&DCC particularly to those on the Management Committee, who work so hard to make "The Comp" as successful as it is and with whom it is such a pleasure to work and share common purpose.

John Williams as the newly elected Chair of the BFS L&DCC now (literally) took over the Chair from Eric Hadfield the more easily to maintain access to the working microphone and was spontaneously applauded from the floor as he did so.

The Chair put on record what an honour it had been to stand and to have been elected as Chair of the BFS L&DCC ECB Premier League. We had very high standards and he undertook to maintain them and to improve them to the best of his ability.

OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED by the meeting. There were no votes against.
The Chair then turned to the matter of the contested election and he read out the candidates and their seconders.

The Chair made the initial point that the post being voted upon was that of "First and Second XI Fixtures Secretary" and not that as described by Phil Lovgreen as "Hon Fixtures and Results Secretary". Phil Lovgreen had not accepted this change in spite of the new post having been overwhelmingly voted through by the clubs some years ago when play-cricket was adopted as the vehicle for the recording of L&DCC Results. This had been necessary as the BFS L&DCC was a fully accredited Premier League. 
The Chair paused; no one spoke for the post being voted upon on the basis of being the "Hon Fixtures and Results Secretary".

The Chair then called on Maghull CC to propose Mr P.G.M.Lovgreen 

Brian Soo representing Maghull CC thanked the Chair and began by saying he knew that that a lot of players respected Phil Lovgreen's website. They were also aware of the lengthy and ongoing conflict between Phil Lovgreen and Management Committees but players depended and relied on Phil Lovgreen's website. Maghull acknowledged that Phil Lovgreen's websites' input to the local press was not now so crucial, the local press had changed, for example the Liverpool Daily Post had been lost altogether as a daily paper. 

It was acknowledged that there had been allegations of inappropriate behaviour by Phil Lovgreen (one solely by telephone and the other by telephone and by email) against two female club members made during season 2011. Brian Soo went on to say that an apology for the abusive email had been given and accepted by the lady in question.
The Chair invited The Hon Sec to respond. The Hon Sec, on behalf of M/C, replied this was not correct. The lady in question had not accepted either the explanation or the apology from Phil Lovgreen; she was present at this meeting and would no doubt contradict the Hon Sec if she disagreed with the Hon Sec.

No such contradiction was made.

The Chair then asked the club seconding P.G.M.L. Lovgreen to speak on his behalf.

Derrick Ainscough, representing Leigh CC, said that they had nothing to add.
Other comments were invited. 

Bootle CC through Tony Malloy said that he personally had a lot of time for Phil Lovgreen but he commented that he could not "get" why Phil Lovgreen was allowed to "slag off "Management Committee using his website, it was totally wrong and should not be allowed. 
Northern CC through Paul Wills was concerned that some of Phil Lovgreen's later proposals might be lost if he was voted out of office. The Chair intervened to make the point that this election for Fixtures Secretary was entirely separate from Agenda Item 12 and Proposals to the AGM. All the proposals would be put and debated in full irrespective of the outcome of this election.
Ormskirk CC through Walter Armstrong made a practical point, Phil Lovgreen's website carried a lot of the L&DCC archive statistics. Would we lose these? What contingency provision had been made? The Hon Sec gave an explicit assurance to the meeting that all the L&DCC archive material was independently backed up in full and that archiving on the same basis would continue indefinitely. We were completely free of dependence on Phil Lovgreen's personal website and had been for some time.
Liverpool CC through Craig Jenkins commented that he had known Phil Lovgreen all his adult life. He said that Phil Lovgreen was struggling with his health and that may have caused some of the problems. Liverpool CC was sad but felt that it was time to move on.  Phil Lovgreen was not good for the Comp but losing the Comp might not be good for Phil Lovgreen.

The Chair asked if anyone else wished to speak on Phil Lovgreen's behalf and paused. No one did.

The Chair moved on to propose Rob Durand who then rose to his feet to introduce himself to the meeting and particularly to those that did not already know him.

The Chair asked the meeting to consider the qualities that they looked for when they were holding club elections for officials on their committees. Hardworking, reliable, honest, trustworthy, supportive, current and up to date and constructive were the sort of qualities that sprang to mind and M/C strongly believed that Rob Durand had all of these qualities.

He was currently Alder CC's 3rd XI Captain as well as being their Treasurer; he had been on the Cricket Committee in 2010 and was also a current Assistant Results Secretary.
There were no questions from the meeting.

The Chair moved the meeting to a vote and handed over to the Hon Sec.
The Hon Sec explained that under the terms of our constitution, elections to L&DCC management posts required only a simple majority of those voting. Provision was also made for meetings to decide what kind of an election they wanted, they could choose if it wanted to have a secret ballot if they wished or they might prefer to have a simple show of voting hands/cards. Management Committee was fully prepared for either of the two methods but it was not for Management Committee to choose. He reminded the meeting that only full member clubs may vote. 

The Hon Sec asked if the meeting wanted a secret ballot and to raise their voting cards if they did. No cards were raised. 

The Hon Sec then asked clubs to raise their cards if they wanted a show of hand/cards. The meeting voted OVERWHELMINGLY for such an election.
The vote was conducted.

Abstentions 4 votes
The Chair formally announced that MR ROB DURAND WAS DULY ELECTED TO THE POST OF THE FIRST AND SECOND XI FIXTURES SECRETARY OF THE BFS L&DCC. 
The Chair congratulated him on behalf of the BFS L&DCC and wished him well in his new post.
The Chair moved the meeting on to Agenda Item 10 and handed over to Malcolm Barber the Hon Treasurer.

Hon. Treasurer’s Explanatory Comments on Profit & Loss Account - 2011

Income

1. Handbook:  Based on 36 clubs @ £100 plus 3 Associates @ £50. Credit of 30% based on 2010 costings. Further credit due in 2012 dependent on overall cost, including re-print of Rules & Regulations which was not intended in 2012 but numbers of amendments dictate.

2. Subscriptions – Lancashire Cricket Board receive £3,820.

3. BACS Discounts – 85%+ of Clubs now making payments by BACS.

4. Junior Coaching – Following an overall appraisal of the financial position, no contribution charges were made to clubs for this provision in 2011. (see expenditure figure.) The position will remain under annual review.

5. Fines – Reduction of 8% on 2010.

Expenditure
1. Administration – 6% increase due to increased travel costs to an increased number of Management Meetings.

2. Grant – Paid to 14 Coaches upon submission of Certificates.

3. Match Expenses – Include (approx.) -  K.O Finals - £400  /  Junior Rep. Matches including T20 K.O. - £800  /  Umpires Fees - £700

4. Prizes – 15% saving on Award costs.

5. Computer Scoring – Provision of Laptop Hardware / TCS software & Seminar for Premier League Scorers.

6. Website Articles – including the Annual Season’s Report for the Lancashire Handbook, provided by Paul Edwards.

Notes:
Season 2012 will see the provision of further facilities for Laptop Scoring in Divisions 1 & 2 where facilities allow and the resultant link with the ‘Play Cricket’ Results service. The additional Grant received from ECB for Computer Scoring will be divided equally between the clubs who operate the ‘Live Results Service’ each week throughout the season which will assist with additional ‘Dongle’ costs. The overall position remains healthy with Sponsorship in force until 2014 at least and a Reserve Account of £25,000.

It has not been possible to provide a Balance Sheet as yet for 2011 owing to the ongoing poor health of Auditor, John McGlashan. Copies will be forwarded as soon as the document is available.

Malcolm Barber 

(Hon. Treasurer)

The Hon Treasurer Malcolm Barber referred club representatives to their copies of the above documentation. He would not repeat what was in front of them but was happy to take questions. There was no balance sheet as yet as the Hon Auditor was ill and currently in and out of hospital.
The size of the income from subscriptions was queried. The Hon Treas pointed out that, for the convenience of clubs and Counties, we collected the County Board Subscriptions for them with that for the L&DCC and then paid their subscriptions as a bloc payment to the County Board. This made the Subscription figure collected and shown in the Profit and Loss Summary to seem very large.
Northop Hall CC through John Isterling asked for an indication of bank balances. The Hon Treas replied that there was circa £1,500 in the Current Account and £52,000 in the Deposit Account. We had been lucky to have had continuous and very good sponsorship for some years. The balances were healthy but there would be heavy expenditure in the near future on the promised purchase of computers for Div 1 and Div 2; expenditure on the heavily subsidised PDP programme as well as enhanced expenditure on Handbook 2012. 
There were no further questions for the Hon Treas.

The Chair commented that there would be no relegation or promotion for three years as the Feeder League Clubs were not ready. This proposal gave us "structural stability" until the end of 2014 at the least.

The Merseyside Cricket Competition had voted not to join the L&DCC at 3rd XI level
This proposal is necessary as a result of  the detailed discussions and agreements with both the Merseyside Cricket Competition and the Southport and District Amateur Cricket League in 2011 following the withdrawal of Moorfield and Southport Trinity CCs and were part of the process to replace "clubs 35 and 36". As in previous years the Feeder League Structure remains firmly in place.

3. Membership

The Chair explained the reasons for this proposal carefully and in some detail. What we did in 2011 over the issue of clubs 35 and 36 was now spelt out here in detail for the benefit of future generations; it would provide a clear frame work.

Sefton Park clarified that the proposal meant team or club. The Chair and Hon Sec confirmed that the proposal meant team or club.

The possible application of a club such as Neston or Oxton CCs was raised by Northern CC. What would we do? The Chair made clear that we had to maintain a Feeder League under the provisions of the Premier League criteria; we needed to look at them first. He felt that M/C should be judged on how it had actually behaved in 2011 when, under considerable pressure from a number of quarters, it had gone to great lengths to do the right thing.
This proposal is also necessary as a result of the detailed discussions and agreements with both the Merseyside Cricket Competition and the Southport and District Cricket League in 2011 following the withdrawal of Moorfield and Southport Trinity CCs and codifies the accession process used both in 2011 and previous years.
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Add/amend 
3 (f) Resignation from membership for the following season must be received in writing by the Honorary Secretary not later than 31st March. In the event of such a vacancy occurring, a Special General Meeting will be called at the earliest convenient date.  No member club will negotiate with any other league for membership thereof without first obtaining the written permission of the Management Committee. If such a vacancy occurs, in the first instance a suitable replacement club will be sought from the Feeder Leagues by means of a play-off if necessary.
(g) Withdrawal of a team or club from any division part way through a season will result in loss of sponsorship monies.  The amount will be set by the Management Committee and will depend on the level at which the team was playing and the disruption caused to the remainder of its division’s fixtures.
(g) New applicants for membership from leagues outside the Feeder Leagues must apply in writing to the Honorary Secretary in accordance with the criteria laid down by the local Cricket Board and/or the League Cricket Conference.  Such applications will only be considered if no suitable Feeder League club is available to meet the membership requirements of this Constitution. Any new club will only be elected to membership by member clubs voting at a general meeting.

The Proposal was put and OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; 1 club voted against.

The Chair explained that this proposal recognised that Handbook sizes had been reduced in order to keep costs under control. There was now no club-mandatory Handbook Advertisement, we would take them if it was important to a club but space was limited. Northop Hall CC through John Isterling felt that this was unfair. If a club had gone to a sponsor with promise of a page in the Handbook inclusion should be mandatory. This had happened to Northop Hall in 2010. The Chair said that M/C understood the problem but repeated that there was a cost/size balance to be struck and if a club was squeezed out one year it would be at the front of the queue the next year as had been the case with Northop Hall CC in 2011. The name of the sponsor would always be recognised in the Handbook.
3. Membership

This proposal makes clear the process for placing for advertisements in the Handbook and the need to take into account the space available.

3(h) Each member club is responsible for the payment of an annual subscription which is automatically due by the 1st May, plus a fee to cover the cost of at least one full or two half-page advertisements in the annual handbook, which said amounts will be agreed at the preceding Annual General Meeting of the L&DCC. Member Clubs may supply an advertisement for inclusion in the annual handbook which will be inserted subject to the availability of space. Non payment by 1st July will incur an immediate penalty of £50.00 for each month or part thereof, that the subscription remains outstanding.

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Add/amend 
7 (e)(iii) All constitutional matters decided by voting will require a two thirds majority of full member clubs. except for the election of officials, where a simple majority is required.
(iv) The election of officials will be decided by a simple majority of full member clubs.
(v) All other matters will be decided by a two thirds majority of those full member clubs present and voting (excluding abstentions).

 (vi) Associate member clubs will not be allowed a vote unless the meeting has previously agreed, except in the case of a proposal relating to either the 2nd or 3rd XI competition when each associate member club, with a team in the 2nd or 3rd XI competition respectively, will be allowed one vote.

(vii) The Chairman will have a casting vote on all matters decided by voting.

The Chair explained that this was an annual tidying up exercise to reflect the precise shape of the L&DCC. The reference to 2014 had already been agreed.

The Hon Sec suggested that it would be sensible to make an amendment to this proposal and to insert "... under the current edition of the MCC Laws ..." and to delete "(2000 Code 4th Edition - 2010)".  This would run in perpetuity and be one less job at AGMs. This amendment was OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no club spoke against.
The numbers of matches and teams in (c) needed adjusting, one of the two Northern CC Sat Div 1 teams having been withdrawn.
1. Competitions   

This proposal updates the references in the Playing Regulations to the current edition of the Laws of Cricket, repeats the changes in 3 (d) (ii) and refers to the structure of the BFS L&DCC in 2012 as notified in Agenda Item 14  "Notices (iii)" 
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Add/amend 
1. Competitions

(a) (i) The Management Committee will organise league and knockout competitions for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd XIs. All matches will be played under the current edition of the MCC Laws of Cricket (2000 Code 4th Edition - 2010) except where these Regulations provide otherwise. Matches will be decided on one innings of each team.

(ii) All 1st and 2nd XI matches should be played on the member club’s main ground.

(b) (i) The 1st and 2nd XI league competitions will each contain 36 teams with 12 teams playing in Premier, First and Second Divisions on a home and away basis.
(ii) 2 teams will be promoted and relegated between the Premier, First and Second Divisions.  There will be neither relegation to nor promotion from the feeder leagues until at least the end of season 2014.  All promotions will be subject to compliance with Club and Ground Criteria.
(c) (i) The 3rd XI league Saturday competition will comprise of a Premier Division of 12 teams playing (home and away) over 22 matches, and a First Division of 13 14 teams playing (home and away) over 20/21 22  matches. Promotion and relegation will be on the basis of two up and two down. A maximum of 6 matches (3 home, 3 away) per team may be transferred to a Sunday, but only

with the agreement of the opposition and the Management Committee. The Management Committee will modify the pattern of Saturday 3rd XI First Division fixtures as necessary and according to the number of teams.

(ii) The 3rd XI league Sunday competition will comprise of a Premier Division of 10 teams and First Divisions East (of 10 teams) and West (of 12 teams), each division playing 18 matches on a home and away basis. Promotion and relegation will be on the basis of two down from the Premier Division and one up from each of the two First Divisions.  A maximum of 6 matches (3 home and 3 away) per team may be transferred to a Saturday, but only with the agreement of the opposition and the Management Committee. The Management Committee will modify the pattern of Sunday 3rd XI First Division fixtures as necessary and according to the number of teams.
The amended Proposal was then put and OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no clubs voted against.

1. Competitions

As this proposal directly affected Associate Member clubs, they too constitutionally were permitted to vote. The two proposals needed to be taken together.
This proposal follows extensive discussions in the Cricket Committee during 2011. It codifies current practice when 3rd XIs run out of "rearranging dates slots" - e.g. as a result of the loss of fixture(s) owing to inclement weather, in a more transparent way.
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Add/amend 
1 (c) (iii) In all 3rd XI competitions, if a match is cancelled (for whatever reason), it must be automatically rearranged by the home team who must offer (a minimum of three) alternative dates within 7 days or the home team will be deemed to have conceded the match subject to appeal to the cricket Committee. If none of the (minimum) three dates is accepted by the away team they shall be deemed to have conceded the match subject to appeal to the cricket Committee.  Rearranged matches must be scheduled on Play-Cricket and may be played at any time up to the end of the season.

The results of matches that the Cricket Committee agrees cannot be rearranged because a ground is unavailable; e.g. due to the proximity to the end of the season, shall be recorded as ‘Abandoned’.
The Proposal was then put and OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no clubs voted against.

4. Playing times in league matches
The Chair made clear that, as these three proposals were inextricably linked, they too were to be considered together and as one. As this proposal directly affected Associate Member clubs, they too were constitutionally permitted to vote.
This was a proposal originally made by Alder CC after the round robin stages of the BFS L&DCC KO Cup the Ray Digman Trophy and taken forward by the Cricket Committee.

Alder CC was invited to speak and through Mike Dunn said that they had made this proposal after New Brighton CC had played a number of players against them twice on a Sat/Sun in the 1st then 2nd XI level games when New Brighton's ground was unavailable at the start of season 2011. Alder had thought that this was unfair.
The Hon Sec took the "locking" point but said that this had been permitted under considerations based on Spirit. Several full 1st XI New Brighton players had been unavailable on the Saturday, 2nd XI players had been used to replace them. New Brighton had been given permission to use the statistically provable bona fide 2nd XI players again on the Sunday as this seemed fairer to Alder CC than having the three or so out and out 1st XI players play against them on the Sunday in the 2nd XI game. Under existing regulations 2nd XI players could play "up" but 1st XI players could not play "down" and distort 2nd XI games. 

Clubs had a straight choice here with this proposal, did they want a simple 100% locking rule (you can't be in two places at once) or the more subtle "locking down not up" rule in place at the moment.

Newton le Willows CC through Mark Wilkie checked that this proposal would mean a 1st XI having to go to the 3rd XI for replacement players if there was a cry off from the 1st XI. This was confirmed by Management Committee. This could lead to serious mismatches with players and would a club with no 3rd XI have to cry off? The Chair made the point that all BFS L&DCC clubs had 3rd XIs. The Chair encouraged clubs to contact Management Committee before a game; we would always listen to clubs if they had a real selection problem over this regulation. 
Northern CC through Paul Wills felt that the use of the phrase "whichever was played first" was unhelpful here.

Hightown CC through Shaun Vosloo suggested numbering the fixtures perhaps in terms of weeks might be useful. The Chair agreed and promised that Management Committee would look at this.
Wigan CC through Mark Cullen checked that the 50% rule was also applicable. Management Committee confirmed that it was.

The President, Eric Hadfield, encouraged clubs to contact Management Committee if there were problems over the rearrangement of Fixtures, we would always try to apply common sense.

This proposal originally came from a club and was discussed at length by the Cricket Committee. It extends and simplifies the current "locked games" concept and the subsequent availability of players in rearranged games, to all games. The following clause is then re-numbered.
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 See also 4 (b) (ii) 3rd XI games and Proposals 11/22

Add/amend
4 (a) 1st XI matches:

4 (a) (ii) When, for any reason,  a scheduled 1st XI match is played earlier than the corresponding 2nd XI match, i.e. the 1st XI is earlier or the 2nd XI is later than the scheduled date, the matches shall then be considered ‘locked’ to that date. No player is eligible to play in both matches, whichever is played first, because this would have been impossible had they been played on the scheduled date.  This principle shall apply to all other levels of league matches, including the ‘Group’ matches of the BFS KO and the Chester Cup competitions.    

(iii) All matches will be of no more than 6 hours 15 minutes playing time, plus any additional time taken for the bowling of a minimum 20 overs in the ‘last hour’. The 10 minute interval between innings will be added to the playing time if it does not occur during the tea interval. If the first innings of a match ends in the ‘last hour’, overs will not be deducted for the 10 minutes interval between innings. (This will allow the bowling of 110 overs in the day).

The Proposal was put.

23 Clubs voted for the proposal.    7 Clubs Voted against.   THE PROPOSAL WAS THEREFORE CARRIED

4. Playing times in league matches
The Chair made clear that this proposal had originally been made by Rainford CC before being discussed in and adopted by Cricket Committee. 

Rainford CC through Ian Harrison spoke to the proposal. There were many reasons for adopting this proposal, it was simpler and captains could do with having fewer jobs to do. There were grim nods of agreement around the room. If a side had a lot of juniors, collecting enough money was very difficult. Rainford regretted but understood why, with some divisions having "odd" numbers of games, 3rd XI games were omitted from this proposal. Management Committee made the point that clubs could do the same with 3rd XIs if they wished on a club by club basis if they played them home and away. Rainford CC took the point that there might be arguments as to the relative worth of two sets of teas but felt that overall this was a better solution.
This proposal originally comes from discussions in the Cricket Committee. The proposal does not extend to 3rd XI fixtures as (i) in some divisions matches are not all played on a home and way basis and (ii) some Sunday fixtures can become "lost" as the ability to rearrange (3rd XI league fixtures as a result of 1st and 2nd XI Cup fixtures) becomes used up.
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Add new sub clause (iii) and re- number clauses (iv) - (viii) following
4 (a) (iii) In 1st and 2nd XI league fixtures only, teas will be provided and paid for by the home side.
The Proposal was put.

 More than 30 Clubs voted for the proposal.    4 Clubs Voted against.

The Chair had little to add, there were no comments from the floor and the Chair moved the meeting to a vote.
This proposal spells out more clearly how the drinks intervals are to be agreed and arises as a result of difficulties reported in 2011.

Add/amend 
4 (a)  (iv) Drinks will be taken 1 hour and 45 minutes after the start of play in each innings and no later than 15 minutes prior to the commencement time of the ‘last hour’, (i.e. at 5.30 pm for a 12 noon start, at 6:00 pm for a 12:30 pm start or 6:30 pm for a 1:00 pm start). Umpires may arrange for drinks to be taken at an earlier time after the tea interval if agreed by both captains.  Either or both or additional drinks’ interval(s) may be cancelled, or additional drinks intervals arranged, if both captains agree. 

The Proposal was put and OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no clubs voted against.

4. Playing times in league matches
The Chair commented that this spelt things out more clearly, he had little to add, there were no comments from the floor and the chair moved the meeting to a vote.

This proposal spells out more clearly how over rate calculations are carried out in 1st XI matches and follows the ECB guidelines. The key point spelt out is that the "raw time" not the stoppages adjusted time figure must be less than 2 hours in either innings for the over-rate calculation not to be required.

Add/amend 
4 (a) (vii) To comply with ECB requirements all teams in the Premier Division and First Division must bowl their overs at a minimum average rate of 17 overs per hour. Failure to do so will result in the following penalties in all matches irrespective of the result:

(a) between 16.00 and 16.99 overs per hour – 1 point penalty deduction

(b) between 15.00 and 15.99 overs per hour – 2 point penalty deduction

(c) between 14.00 and 14.99 overs per hour - 3 point penalty deduction

(d) less than 14.00 overs per hour - 4 point penalty deduction.

For over rate calculations, an the following allowances will be made: 2 minutes per fall of wicket (unless a wicket falls to the last ball of the innings), and 3 minutes per drinks break, and any time lost for other incidents, e.g. lost ball. Calculations will be rounded to no more than one place of decimals.  Umpires are responsible for ALL recorded times in connection with over rate calculations and their decisions are final.  For Over rate penalties will only in 4(a)(vii) to be imposed re: over rates, there must be if a minimum of 2 hours playing time has elapsed during the innings, i.e. the total time between the various calls of ‘Play’ and ‘Time’. (e.g. in the second innings, there will be at least 1 hours batting prior to the calling of the ‘last hour’).
Incidents of lost time, e.g. intervals, stoppages, injury, lost ball, other unforeseen circumstances, or deliberate time wasting by either the batting or the bowling side, will be reported  ...etc

4 (b) 2nd and 3rd XI matches:

(i) Matches will normally commence at 1:45 pm but will commence at 12.45 pm on the Saturday between the 15th and 21st of August for the remainder of the season.

(ii) When a 1st XI any fixture has been played early for any reason it shall then be considered ‘locked’ to the equivalent 2nd XI fixture as per the number in the fixtures in the Handbook. In consequence, all 1st XI players who play in a rearranged fixture played ‘early’ (in for example, fixture number 8) are then barred from playing for the 2nd XI when this fixture is played in the ‘correct’ scheduled position (for fixture number 8) later in the season. The converse situation, i.e. in which a 2nd XI fixture has been played ‘early’, shall not apply. 

(ii) The principle of ‘locked matches’, as set out in Clause 4(a)(ii) above, shall apply to 2nd and 3rd XI matches scheduled to be played on Saturdays.

4. Playing times in league matches
The Chair stated that Associate Member clubs were able to vote on this proposal. This coverage of 2nd and 3rd XI games was missing from the current Playing Regulation. The MCUA through Ray Rigby the MCUA representative in Cricket Committee reminded clubs, that under the Laws of Cricket, drinks intervals must not be taken during the last hour of play. There were no other comments and the Chair moved the meeting to a vote.
This proposal spells out more clearly how the drinks intervals are to be agreed in 2nd and 3rd XI matches and arises as a result of difficulties reported in 2011. Again the following clauses are renumbered.

(viii) No match may start later than two and a half hours after the scheduled start time (i.e. 1:45 pm or 12:45 pm) whether or not the tea interval has been taken.

(ix) The start of the ‘last hour’ may be delayed for up to 30 minutes only in the event of play being affected by adverse weather and/or light conditions.

(x) Where four sight screens are available and are of adequate size, when a bowler is bowling an over containing deliveries from both over and round the wicket, the screens will be divided and left suitably aligned on either side of the wickets.

The Proposal was put and OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no clubs voted against.

The Chair stated that Associate Member clubs were able to vote on this proposal. Northern CC had proposed an amendment to this proposal to this proposal by email to the effect that "would have conceded" would be more accurate, Management Committee was happy to accept this helpful amendment. Hightown CC through Shaun Vosloo checked that the 3rd XI referred to was to the Saturday 3rd XI and not to a Sunday 3rd XI having to play on a different day. Management Committee confirmed that this was the case.

The amended Proposal was put and OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no clubs voted against.

This proposal was formally codifying that which Cricket Committee had found to be necessary when the new full registration procedures for all 3rd XIs was introduced in 2011. In essence points would not be deducted in this situation - had this not been the case in 2011 the league tables would have been radically altered - an unintended consequence of the 2011 3rd XI registration legislation.

Colwyn Bay CC through Lindsay Price checked that it would still be possible to promote 3rd XI players to the 2nd or 1st XIs. Management Committee confirmed that this was the case as usual for all players registered before the 31st of July but not for those registered after the 31st July for the rest of that season so as to close an obvious loophole. 

Northern CC through Maria Brant felt that the proposal referred to a situation in 2011 which was both registration based and time dependant. The President and Hon Sec thanked Northern CC and were aware of the registration case to which they referred. This proposal was different and was simply generically codifying registration for/in 3rd XIs alone and that such late 3rd XI registrations would not lead to points deductions and only to a £5.00 fine if there was a transgression. Management Committee was applying common sense to 3rd XIs as the new requirement for registration in 3rd XIs bedded in.
There were no further comments from the floor.

6. Fines and penalties

This proposal relates to changes proposed to the registration of players in the 3rd XIs after the due dates for the 1st and 2nd XIs. See also Proposals 43 and 46 under Player Registration
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Add/amend 
6 (e) In 3rd XI competitions if, despite the 48 hour relaxation, a club fails to register someone who has already played a 3rd XI match and it is clear that he would otherwise have been eligible, e.g. not barred by virtue of Clause 7(f), a fine of £5 will be levied for the match but no penalty points will apply.

(f)  In addition to these fines and penalties, fines are imposed in accordance with the following sub-clauses: 8(a)-(ii), (ix), (x) and (xii), 8(b)(i), 9(a), 10(a), (b) and (c), and point penalties as in 4(a)(vii) above.

The Proposal was put and OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no clubs voted against.

 The Chair emphasised that these two proposals needed to be taken together, the definition of "sub professional" was covered in proposal 47 and that this proposal was ECB based but Management Committee had put this proposal forward in view of extended debate around the grounds in 2011.
Ray Rigby, speaking as a member of Maghull CC, said that he had been amazed that "sub-pros" were permitted when Maghull CC joined the BFS L&DCC as they had not been allowed in the league from which they had come.
Wigan CC, through Mark Cullen, checked that it was not intended by this proposal that players such as Paul Horton should be barred by this proposal. Management Committee confirmed that bona fide often "home grown" current club members such as Paul Horton i.e. ones that had not "lost" their BFS L&DCC player registration status by playing for clubs other than County Cricket Clubs, would not be affected by this regulation.

Ainsdale CC through Chris Bolton was asked about time scales here. How soon quickly would decisions be made and what would the criteria be? What about injuries? The President replied that  the time needed for registrations to be made was not an issue, registrations would still have to be made at the very latest 72 hours before the player was expecting to play, those regulations were not changing. The criteria were as set out in the proposal. 

The Hon Sec explained that the wording of the criteria was very carefully chosen so as to be "catch all" and be subject to review by Cricket Committee but he very much imagined that Cricket Committee would consider playing a "sub professional" for just 1 week to be absolutely unacceptable, playing him for 2 weeks to be a possibility depending on circumstances and playing him for 3 or more weeks usually completely acceptable depending on the particular circumstances of the particular case.
Hightown CC raised the issue of recovery from injury. Suppose that a 4 week injury became a 2 week one, what would happen then? The Chair referred to the previous reply by the Hon Sec, this sort of question was precisely why each case would need to be considered on its merits. This proposal gave Management Committee and Cricket Committee a new tool to work with. The alternative was the existing situation of "bring in anyone you like, whenever you like, for however long you like."
This proposal relates to changes favoured by ECB and reflects a number of comments made to members of the Management Committee during the 2011 season. See also Proposal 47 under Player Registration where the term "sub professional" is defined.

7. Players

7 (a) (ii) The use of substitute professional players as defined under Player Registration sub section 5(f) is not allowed.

Colwyn Bay CC, through Lindsay Price, wanted to be sure that each case would be treated on its merits. The Chair replied that they would. 

Bootle CC, through Tony Molloy, said that as Bootle CC's 4th XI captain, he had seen some great teenage players recently. He called them "junior pros". Two of them, had they been allowed to go on being selected, would have scored more than 1000 runs in the 3rd XI competition alone each in the season - this was or should have been an embarrassment. Clubs should play different players, it made a mockery of the league and he blamed the clubs - not the league for selecting them and then not controlling them, the league was trying to control their use. 
This is a proposal arising from detailed discussions in the Cricket Committee in 2011 and also at the 3rd XI End of Season SGM meeting. On occasions in 2011, whilst the rules relating to eligibility were being applied correctly, the junior players concerned were clearly playing well below their normal standard, being regular 1st XI players playing there on merit.  Cricket Committee felt that this was clearly not in the Spirit of Cricket.  It is not the intention that such players should be barred from playing but that captains must take into consideration the part they are playing and the effect they have in the match and that their usage should be monitored by the Cricket Committee

7. Players

7(f) In 3rd XI league matches played on Sundays, no more than three players who have played on the previous day for a 1st or 2nd XI will be eligible to play and then only if they have played 50% or more of their matches for a 3rd XI in the current season. However, there is no restriction on players under the age of 17, on 1st September the previous year, being able to play on both days Cricket Committee will monitor their usage to ensure that  Spirit of Cricket is not abused 
The Proposal was put and OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no clubs voted against.

(iii) in all other 1st, 2nd and 3rd XI matches the away team will be responsible for ensuring that the full scorecard of its match is checked on Play-Cricket by 7.00 pm on the Wednesday following a Saturday fixture (Thursday/Friday for a Sunday/Monday fixture). If any changes to the scorecards are made by the away team, the home team must be advised so that it can reconfirm the details;

(iv) failure to comply with these deadlines will result in the responsible team being fined £5.

The Chair introduced the proposal. There were two proposals here. The President had very helpfully put them side by side in Appendix 5 P45 and 46 so that clubs could see the distinctions between them more easily and the Chair handed over to him to take the meeting through them. 

The tabulated side by side presentation contained both proposals in full but "lined up" side by side so that the similarities and differences were clearer.
Management Committee was happy to conduct draws publicly at SGMs and AGMs but not to be tied to one meeting e.g. the End of Season meeting for the 1st and 2nd XI KO Cups for all the reasons explained in the fourth paragraph printed in blue below. Management Committee had always conducted draws publicly. The Hon Sec commented that simply because Phil Lovgreen was not there did not mean that the draw had been conducted in secret.
Management Committee also wanted to incorporate the clear wish of the clubs at previous SGM meeting in 2011 (i) to prevent clubs that had just played each other in the group stages immediately playing each other again in the first of the Knock Out rounds (ii) to guarantee that the best 8 group stage winners based on run rate would be guaranteed a home fixture in the first round of the Knock Out stages.
Phil Lovgreen's proposals made no allowance for either of these two provisions.

The Chair commented that the basis of the calculation method for run rates was accepted as that set out in the ECB regulations. Management Committee "took this on the chin"; it had only insisted on the alternative method last year as that had been the method voted through at the meetings in 2011 and had been incorporated into the Handbooks.

Ormskirk CC through Walter Armstrong confirmed that run rate was to be the deciding factor in determining home advantage in the first round of the Knock Out stages. Management Committee was happy to confirm this.

Colwyn Bay CC through Lindsay Price preferred the Wimbledon style single draw in Phil Lovgreen's proposal. They preferred this as they found it difficult to deal with the uncertainties of an "FA Cup" style series of draws. They needed a certainty of the path through the Knock Out stages in terms of home and away games. The Hon Sec responded by saying that Cricket Committee and previous SGM meetings had taken the opposite view, the FA Cup style pattern of draws generated more uncertainty and more excitement. It was for this meeting to decide democratically which it preferred.
The Chair moved the meeting to an "either 36a or 36b" vote as we could not pick and choose bits or we would be here all night. The Hon Treas suggested that we might consider an amendment on the Wimbledon v FA Cup Draw method. 

The Chair put that sub proposal to the meeting
24 Clubs voted for the Wimbledon format.    8 Clubs Voted for the FA Cup format.  

THE WIMBLEDON PROPOSAL WAS CARRIED by the precise margin of 2/3 to 1/3.
The (Management Committee) amended Proposal 36a was put to the meeting and 

OVERWHELMINGLY CARRIED; no clubs voted against.

There are two competing proposals at this point, one from the Management Committee (M/C) the other from Phil Lovgreen, proposed by Maghull CC and seconded by Leigh CC. 

Both proposals suggest using the same (ECB subtractive not additive) mechanism to calculate run rate in 2012 and onwards to replace that calculation method agreed at AGM 2011. The Phil Lovgreen proposal also has instruction on the use of the Play-Cricket statistics package to calculate net run rates; the Management Committee feels it is inappropriate to include such guidance in the Regulations.  The calculation method is clearly stated and is sufficient.

The proposals differ in that Management Committee suggests continuing with the perhaps more exciting and previously popular with the clubs (viz. Cricket Committee and the End of Season SGM straw poll) FA Cup style draw i.e. the drawing of every KO round, which worked well last year and which will allow the proposal from the Cricket Committee that teams will not play against teams from their own group in the first KO round; Phil Lovgreen prefers a Wimbledon Championship style single draw.

The M/C is quite content to conduct Cup Draws at AGMs or SGMs but is firmly opposed to the date being tied to any one meeting and particularly to the End of Season SGM in October as this would make it very difficult to make any changes to the format of the Ray Digman or Chester Cups at the following AGM. A full set of proposals for any changes in format would be needed at the End of Season SGM as well as conducting the draw. Clubs may think that this might be unnecessarily rushing any changes and that leaving the "option to draw" open to the 3rd XI End of Season meeting in November or to the AGM in January is more sensible. In the light of past experience, M/C feels that there needs be a little more flexibility here.

The post of "Hon Fixtures and Results Secretary" no longer exists. Constitutionally the post is now that of "1st and 2nd XI Fixtures Secretary" or "3rd XI Fixtures Secretary". This was decided at the AGM three years ago when "play cricket" was voted in as the BFS L&DCC's primary method of the recording of its results and the apparatus of the Assistant Results Secretaries was set up. We are an ECB Premier League and as such the role of play cricket is mandatory.

RAY DIGMAN AND CHESTER CUP KNOCKOUT RULES (p 24 in 2011 book)

Replace existing 1 (a) with .....

1 (a) Draws

(i) The draws for the 'round robin' and 'knockout stages' of the Ray Digman Trophy shall be performed by the (Hon) Fixtures (and Results) Secretary at the previous season's End of Season Meeting and in the presence of the representatives of member clubs.

(ii) For the 'round robin' draw, the clubs will be numbered (1-36) in the order that they finished the previous season and then placed in four sections, i.e. 1-9,10-18,19-27 and 28-36. 

(iii) The draw will consist of nine groups of four teams with one team taken in rotation from each of the four sections (see (ii) above). This allows at least one team from each division to be included in each group. 

(iv) Group matches to be played on the first three Saturdays of each season. 

(v) The team with most points in each group shall be the winner. The final positions of teams that finish on equal points shall be determined by their 'net run rate'. 

(vi) A team's 'net run rate' (as internationally acknowledged) shall be: 

a) its overall run rate in all of its group matches i.e. ([cumulative total runs scored divided by the cumulative total of overs received] MINUS [their opponents' cumulative total runs scored divided by the cumulative total of overs received]). 

(vii) In the event of a team being all out in less than its full quota of overs, the calculation of its 'net run rate' shall be based on the full quota of overs to which it would have been entitled and not on the number of overs in which it was dismissed .. 

(viii) Only those matches where results are achieved will count for the purpose of 'net run rate' calculations. 

(ix) For the purposes of the automated 'net run rate' calculation on play-cricket.com, where a team was dismissed in less than its allocated number of overs, the full number of allocated overs should be entered and not the number of overs in which it was dismissed. 

(x) The nine group winners plus the seven best runners up shall go forward to the 'knockout stage' draw which shall be drawn once (see (i) above), i.e. 'Wimbledon style', and NOT redrawn each round. This enables teams to plan possible future matches in advance. 

(xi) The draw for the Chester Cup shall be the reverse of that of the Ray Digman Trophy with the possible substitution of teams in the 'knockout stage' depending on qualification

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1. Draws

1(a) (i) In the BFS KO and the Chester Cup, nine groups of 4 clubs based on the previous season's final league positions are drawn, so as to ensure at least one team from each of the Premier, First and Second Divisions is included in each group.  Group matches will be played on the first three Saturdays of the season.  The draw for the group stage of the Chester Cup will be the reverse of that for the BFS KO.
(ii) The nine Group winners and the seven best runners-up will go forward to the knock-out stages in both competitions.  Positions in the groups will be based on total points won.  Points will be awarded as described in 9(c) below.  In the event of teams having the same number of points their finishing positions will be determined by net run rate as described in 9(d) below.  Net run rates will also determine the seven best runners-up.

(iii) Eight of the nine BFS KO Group winners will be drawn to have home ties in KO Round 1.  The remaining eight teams will be drawn as opponents with the proviso that no two teams from the same original Group will be drawn together. 

(iv) Open draws, will be made for each of the quarter-finals, semi-finals and final.  

(v) Where 1st and 2nd XIs of the same club reach the KO stages in any round the draw for the Chester Cup will be managed to ensure that the 2nd XI’s venue is the reverse of the 1st XI’s.

 (b) The draw for the Embee Trophy will be pre-drawn, on an open and not a regional basis.

(c) (i) The final of the 1st XI knockout (qualified by the name of a sponsor, if applicable) BFS KO will be played on the first Sunday in September.

(ii) The final of the 2nd XI knockout (the Chester Cup) normally will be played on the second

Sunday in September.

(iii) The final of the 3rd XI knockout (the Embee Trophy will be played on the second Sunday in August.

(iv) The dates will be as above unless agreed otherwise by the Management Committee and the venues (grounds of one of the participating teams) will be determined when the draws for the competitions are made.

9 (c) Group Matches - Points System 
(i) Each team will play every other team in its Group.  Two points will be awarded for a Win, one point for level scores in an uninterrupted match or an abandoned match, and no points for a Loss.
(ii) In the event of level scores in an interrupted Group match, the result will be determined as described in 8(b) above
(iii) If it is not possible for both teams to receive the minimum of 10 overs necessary to constitute a match, the match shall be declared ‘Abandoned’ and each team shall be awarded 1 point.

(ii) Net run rate calculation:
(a) A team's net run rate is to be calculated by utilising the current published ECB method i.e. by deducting the average runs per over scored against it from the average runs per over scored by it throughout the Group stage.

(b) In the event of a team being all out in less than its full quota of overs, the calculation of its net run rate shall be based on the full quota of overs to which it would have been entitled and not on the number of overs in which the team was dismissed. Matches will only count for the purpose of net run rate calculations if both teams had the opportunity to bat at least 10 overs.

(B) The following fielding restrictions shall apply:
(a) During the first 15 overs of either innings (known as Powerplay Overs) only three fielders shall be permitted outside this fielding restriction area at the instant of delivery.
(b) During the non-Powerplay Overs (normally 16 to 45/40), at the instant of delivery, no more than 5 fielders shall be permitted outside the fielding restriction area referred to above.(i.e. 4 fielders (plus bowler and wicketkeeper) within the area outlined in  8(e)(iii) above.

(C) In circumstances of a delayed start when the total number of overs of the batting team is reduced, the number of Power-Play Overs shall not be reduced as follows:

As the Chair introduced the proposal Dave Goodall from the LCB and the Liverpool Cricket Development Group asked if he may speak. The Chair, on behalf of the meeting, was happy for him to do so. 
Dave Goodall thanked Management Committee for its support. Discussions with the Barbados Cricket Board meant that this arrival time problem would not recur, these young players would be in the country in good time in 2012 and thereafter. This partnership was important at many different levels; everyone was keen for it to continue.
The Chair thanked Dave Goodall and went on to comment that this proposal, if it went through, would mean that the Management Committee would have no flexibility at all over such registrations. It was very, very rarely used but he asked clubs to think about it from the perspective of their own clubs. He chose an example. Suppose that their club's Category 3a arrived on the Friday before the last possible playing Saturday required for registration and fell and say twisted his ankle or banged his head as he got off the plane and was hospitalised and unable to play the following day. Management Committee on application would undoubtedly use common sense under the existing regulations and allow the registration. They would not be able to do this under Phil Lovgreen's proposal. 

The Chair asked Maghull CC as the proposer to speak to the meeting and asked if they wanted to continue. Maghull CC offered to withdraw the proposal. The Chair accepted this offer; the proposal was NOT PUT to the meeting.

The objection here seems to be to do with the previously late arrival of young players from Barbados brought to this country in a partnership between the Barbados Cricket Board and the Liverpool Cricket Development Group in conjunction with the Lancashire Cricket Board through Dave Goodall and Paul Bryson.

M/C is aware of the strength of feeling in some clubs on the matter and has already expressly forbidden any such future late arrivals subsequently playing in the L&DCC. 

(Late arrivals were caused in the past by the need for the young players to take their A level examinations before they left home, this problem has now been addressed by the Barbados Cricket Board and the Liverpool Cricket Development Group)

Management Committee (M/C) strongly objects to any inference in the Rules that M/C is prone to overrule the rules and regulations and firmly opposes this proposal The current regulations are fit for purpose; the proposal is unnecessary and vindictive towards the Barbados Cricket Board, the Liverpool Cricket Development Group and the Lancashire Cricket Board.

(i) The draws for the 'round robin' and 'knockout stages' of the Ray Digman Trophy shall be performed by the (Hon) Fixtures (and Results) Secretary at the previous season's End of Season Meeting and in the presence of the representatives of member clubs.



	1(a) (i) In the BFS KO and the Chester Cup, nine groups of 4 clubs are drawn so as to ensure at least one team from each of the Premier, First and Second Divisions (based on the previous season’s final 1st XI positions) is included in each group.  Group matches will be played on the first three Saturdays of the season.
	(ii)
For the 'round robin' draw, the clubs will be numbered (1-36) in the order that they finished the previous season and then placed in four sections, i.e. 1-9,10-18,19-27 and 28-36. 

(iii) The draw will consist of nine groups of four teams with one team taken in rotation from each of the four sections (see (ii) above). This allows at least one team from each division to be included in each group. 

(iv) Group matches to be played on the first three Saturdays of each season. 



	The draw for the group stage of the Chester Cup will be the reverse of that for the BFS KO.

	(xi)The draw for the Chester Cup shall be the reverse of that of the Ray Digman Trophy with the possible substitution of teams in the 'knockout stage' depending on qualification



	(ii) The nine Group winners and the seven best runners-up will go forward to the knock-out stages in both competitions.  Positions in the groups will be based on total points won.  Points will be awarded as described in 9(c) below.  In the event of teams having the same number of points their finishing positions will be determined by net run rate as described in 9(d) below.  Net run rates will also determine the seven best runners-up.

(iii) Eight of the nine BFS KO Group winners will be drawn to have home ties in KO Round 1.  The remaining eight teams will be drawn as opponents with the proviso that no two teams from the same original Group will be drawn together. 

(iv) Open draws, will be made for each of the quarter-finals, semi-finals and final.  

(v) Where 1st and 2nd XIs of the same club reach the KO stages in any round the draw for the Chester Cup will be managed to ensure that the 2nd XI’s venue is the reverse of the 1st XI’s.
	(x) The nine group winners plus the seven best runners up shall go forward to 
the 'knockout stage' draw which shall be drawn once (see (i) above), i.e. 'Wimbledon style', and NOT redrawn each round. This enables teams to plan possible future matches in advance. 

with the possible substitution of teams in the 'knockout stage' depending on qualification 

	(b) The draw for the Embee Trophy will be pre-drawn, on an open and not a regional basis.

(c) (i) The final of the 1st XI knockout (qualified by the name of a sponsor, if applicable) BFS KO will be played on the first Sunday in September.

(ii) The final of the 2nd XI knockout (the Chester Cup) normally will be played on the second

Sunday in September.

(iii) The final of the 3rd XI knockout (the Embee Trophy will be played on the second Sunday in August.

(iv) The dates will be as above unless agreed otherwise by the Management Committee and the venues (grounds of one of the participating teams) will be determined when the draws for the competitions are made.

9 (c) Group Matches
(i) Each team will play every other team in its Group.  Two points will be awarded for a Win, one point for level scores in an uninterrupted match or an abandoned match, and no points for a Loss.
(ii) In the event of level scores in an interrupted Group match, the result will be determined as described in 8(b) above
(iii) If it is not possible for both teams to receive the minimum of 10 overs necessary to constitute a match, the match shall be declared ‘Abandoned’ and each team shall be awarded 1 point.
(d) Separating Teams on Equal Points 
(i) When teams have equal points they will be separated by net run rates as described below. 
(ii) Net run rate calculation:

(c) A team's net run rate is to be calculated by utilising the current published ECB method i.e. by deducting the average runs per over scored against it from the average runs per over scored by it throughout the Group stage.

(d) In the event of a team being all out in less than its full quota of overs, the calculation of its net run rate shall be based on the full quota of overs to which it would have been entitled and not on the number of overs in which the team was dismissed. Matches will only count for the purpose of net run rate calculations if both teams had the opportunity to bat at least 10 overs.


	(v) The team with most points in each group shall be the winner. 

The final positions of teams that finish on equal points shall be determined by their 'net run rate'.

(vi) A team's 'net run rate' (as internationally acknowledged) shall be: 

a. its overall run rate in all of its group matches ie ([cumulative total runs scored divided by the cumulative total of overs received] MINUS [their opponents' cumulative total runs scored divided by the cumulative total of overs received]). 

(vii) In the event of a team being all out in less than its full quota of overs, the calculation of its 'net run rate' shall be based on the full quota of overs to which it would have been entitled and not on the number of overs in which it was dismissed.. 

(viii) Only those matches where results are achieved will count for the purpose of 'net run rate' calculations. 



	
	(ix) For the purposes of the automated 'net run rate' calculation on play-cricket.com, where a team was dismissed in less than its allocated number of overs, the full number of allocated overs should be entered and not the number of overs in which it was dismissed.

(iv)  Clubs had been given copies of their fixtures by the President. There were some changes as previously notified during this meeting and as shown above.

Liverpool CC, through their Fixtures Secretary Craig Jenkins, said what a tortuous affair their fixtures had been for the second year in succession.
