CAPTAINS’ MEETING 2019 – CHANGES TO PLAYING REGULATIONS (LEAGUE & CUP MATCHES)
Playing Regulations
The various clause changes affecting the management of fixtures, the playing of matches and the reporting of results are listed below.  

1.3.2
Sunday 3rd XI structure reverts to the 2017 set-up with a Premier Division and two regional 1st Divisions..
6.1.6
In a knockout fixture - a club failing to raise a team or otherwise unable or unwilling to fulfil a fixture, will be fined £50 and may not be entered in the following season’s competition.
7.1.4
Concerns player eligibility for 2nd and 3rd XI matches rearranged for a Sunday.  A consistent 11 league match countback is redefined - applies to a period of no more than 12 months where this rolling period of time may include part of the previous season.
7.1.5
The eligibility rule now states 50% or more.
7.1.6.4
The age limit for junior players is reduced to 18 from 19 years. The batting position is now no higher than No 7, changed from No 6 and if they score more than 50 runs they must retire, only returning on the fall of the last wicket.

7.1.6.5
A new clause giving the Management Committee or relevant Sub-Committee the right to rule on inappropriate player selections for 2nd and 3rd XIs after the 31st July where teams are deemed to have sought to gain an unfair advantage in matches affecting promotion and relegation.
8.1.3
The home team must advise both umpires when a match is rearranged.
8.3.3
Any high full pitch delivery above waist height will be called a no ball.

40/45 Over Cup Competitions
2.1
An oversight – Matches will be played on Sundays except for 1st/2nd rounds where a Saturday has been scheduled for no league matches.
3.1
L&DCC will provide Reader Special County Imperial Crown balls for use in all red-ball KO semi-finals and finals and Tiflex pink Oxbridge Magna balls in T20 Finals days.  If both teams prefer to use Duke County International balls in red-ball finals they may use them provided they supply them both themselves.
4.1.1 
Playing Regulation 7 will apply to all Cup and League matches.  This brings the player eligibility for cup matches in line with league matches.

This change also applies to eligibility for the Chrysalis Trophy & Embee Trophy given in Clause 5.1.
ECB Vitality Club t20 

6 
Eligibility – the Handbook now contains the ECB Generis Rules in full.  The main change is to now include certain First-Class County Cricketers, e.g.
3.6.4.1 
It may play any FCC Cricketer who is both under the age of 21 as at 30 September in the calendar year preceding the season in question and has not played for their FCC during the current season in any of the County Championship, One-Day Cup or T20 Blast; and 

3.6.4.2 
It may play no more than one other FCC Cricketer provided that the FCC Cricketer in question has played at least two League matches for that club during the current season or has played at least two League matches during the immediate previous season in the event that the ECB Club Cup Competition match in which they intend to play commences prior to the start of the League season. 


There are many other sub-clauses concerning these players and Category 3 players so clubs must read these carefully before selecting such players.  Other selections will need to comply for instance a sub-clause for 2019 only, i.e. 

3.6.8.2 
For the 2019 season only, any cricketer who would have previously been registered as a Category 3e player (under the old ECB Rule 3.6.7.2 which applied for the 2018 season) but does not meet the “three consecutive years” residency requirement under Rule 3.6.8.1(ii) above, will also be permitted to play as a Category 1 player in ECB Club Cup Competition matches.
